FIELD CORN - DIVISION 1

not cut off or remove tips of ears.

The name of the variety or hybrid must be shown on the entry tag.

The judges may disqualify any entry in classes which they feel is not mature, exhibits insects or disease
damage, is of poor quality, is not the previous year’s crop, or has been previously shown at the Fair.
